Therefore, please remind staff to avoid scheduling important meetings, exams, or other essential events on such dates whenever possible and to accommodate the observance of religious traditions for those staff and students who need to be absent for religious holidays throughout the year.

For planning purposes please note the following important religious holidays.  Good Friday, the Friday before Easter Sunday, falls on April 10, 2009.  For those of the Jewish faith, Rosh Hashanah (Jewish New Year) begins at sundown on September 29, 2008 and continues through sundown October 1, 2008.  Yom Kippur (The Day of Atonement) begins at sundown on October 8, and concludes at sundown October 9, 2008.  For those of the Islamic faith, the month long fast of Ramadan starts at sundown on September 1, 2008 and concludes with the start of the three day holiday of Eid al-Fitr on October 2, 2008.  Another major Islamic holiday is Eid al-Adha, a four-day holiday starts December 8, 2008.
