GENERAL INFORMATION

1.1
Purpose: The University of Maine System, acting through The University of Maine System Network (UNET), is seeking quotes for the purchase of Panasonic Plasma Display panels and speakers.

1.2
Definition of Parties: The University of Maine System Network (UNET) will hereinafter be referred to as the "University."  Each firm responding to this Request for Bid will be referred to as the "Bidder" and the bidder selected to provide equipment to the University will be referred to as the "Contractor."

1.3
Evaluation:  Award will be made to the low bidder provided that all other requirements are satisfactorily met.


1.4
Alternates: The University will not accept substitutes for the equipment specified except under the conditions stated in this paragraph.  If the manufacturer no longer makes the specified model, the University will consider a substitute model number for equipment from the same manufacturer with equivalent or better specifications.


It is the bidder's responsibility to clearly and specifically indicate the product being offered and to provide sufficient descriptive literature, catalog cuts and technical detail to enable the University to determine if the product offered meets the requirements of the solicitation.  Failure to furnish adequate data for evaluation purposes may result in declaring a bid non-responsive.  The University, in its sole discretion, will determine if the product offered is the equal of that specified.

Award: It is the intent of the University to award this bid all to one vendor.  The University reserves the right to conduct any tests it may deem advisable, and to make all evaluations.  The University reserves the right to reject any or all bids, in whole or in part, and is not necessarily bound to accept the lowest bid if that bid is contrary to the best interests of the University.  The University reserves the right to waive minor irregularities.  Scholarships, donations, or gifts to the University will not be considered in the evaluation of bids.  A bid may be rejected if it is in any way incomplete or irregular.  When there are tie bids, there shall be a preference for “in-state bidders”.  When tie bids are both in-state or both out-of-state, the award will be made to the bid that arrives first in the Strategic Procurement Department.

Award Protest:  Bidders may appeal the award decision by submitting a written protest to the Director of Strategic Procurement within five (5) business days of the award notice, with a copy of the protest to the successful bidder.  The protest must contain a statement of the basis for the challenge.

Submission:  A signed original of the bid must be received at the University’s Strategic Procurement Department, 107 Maine Avenue, Bangor, Maine 04401, no later than 2:00 P.M. local time Thursday, August 18, 2005, for a public opening.  Bidders are strongly encouraged to submit bids in advance of the due date to avoid the possibility of missing the 2:00 P.M. deadline due to unforeseen circumstances.  Vendors assume the risk of the methods of dispatch chosen.  The University assumes no responsibility for delays caused by any package or mail delivery service.  Postmarking by the due date WILL NOT substitute for receipt of bid.  Bids must be date and time stamped by the Strategic Procurement Department on time to be considered.  Bids received after the due date and time will be returned unopened.  Additional time will not be granted to any single vendor, however, additional time may be granted to all vendors when the University determines that circumstances require it.  FAXED BIDS OR E-MAIL BIDS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.
